Assessment/Feedback to Pupils  

This term, pupils from Years 3 to 8 will notice the appearance of grades A 
to E on much, but not all, of their written work in all academic subjects. 
These grades are purely to reflect the effort perceived by the teacher for 
any substantial piece of work. It is therefore likely to exclude quick warm
-up and whole class exercises. The effort grade reflects the oral, written 
and visual output of each individual pupil, together with their 

contribution to a lesson or succession of lessons:  

A -  Excellent, exemplary  

B -  Good 

C -  Average 

D -  Below an acceptable level (often implies a course of action: to 

 rewrite, finish off etc)  

E -  Very little effort at all (rarely given, would definitely be followed up 

 with parents)  

Pupils in Years 5 to 8 may also see a number next to an effort grade. The 
number reflects the standard of work produced as compared against the 
whole of the year group. In some cases an attainment grade is not 
suitable or necessary; its appearance on a pupilõs piece of work may 
prove discouraging and so may simply be recorded by the teacher in their 

markbook. 

1 -  Very strong, level expected of a pupil in set 1 (top quartile)  

2 -  Strong , level expected of a pupil in set 2 (2nd quartile)  

3 -  Average, level expected of a pupil in set 3 (3rd quartile, often the

I have been using this system and adapted versions in both my English and 
Science sets last term. The pupils liked the specific feedback, for 
example one can sometimes split a story into its components and give 
attainment grades for each aspect. The pupils all understood that the 
effort grade was the most important, giving 100% even if they found the 

topic particularly challenging or hard to grasp.  

The system is new and will take some time to settle down. Report grades 

that are sent home will also be changed to reflect this new scale ie across 

the year group and not across each set. I intend to follow up with parents 

and receive feedback in a forum, the date of which will be announced 

later in the term.
