Year 6 Make Paper as part of Recycling Project

New Bridge Challenge Record  

To finish off the year, Year 6 have undertaken a project 
on recycling. They have researched all sorts of ways of 
reusing materials and have produced presentations to 
convince their classmates of the benefits of recycling. 
Many of them have designed novel recycling bins to go 
alongside their presentations to encourage people to 

recycle a variety of materials.  

This week they have been making paper, recycling old 
newspapers to make new sheets of paper. They have 
pulped old newspapers, laid their pulp onto mesh and 
then extracted all the water using heavy weights (of all 
types!). It will now take a couple of days for the paper 

to dry.  

A new Year 6 Bridge Challenge record was set this week by 
Katie A Ball  and Katie J Ball .  Their beautifully designed 
bridge, which is based upon the pyramids of Egypt, managed 
to hold a weight of 13.4Kg , surpassing the existing school 
record from 2002 by 2 whole kilograms. Although completed 
in December 2009, the bridge was only put through its paces 
on Monday ð a tense 10 minutes indeed that drew quite a 

crowd!  

Surprisingly the model is made of nothing but paper straws 
and card, finished off with metallic spray paint. What gives it 
its strength is the way in which the members are arranged, 
using mathematical principles of symmetry and repeated 
triangles. Both girls are to be congratulated on their 

achievement.  

On Tuesday afternoon Year 5 concluded their Science and Art project 
on insects with a fantastic ôBug Buildingõ competition. The children 
were put into 8 groups and set the challenge of building the best bug. 
Each group was given a big bag of art and craft materials and invited 
to plan and build their bug, as scientifically accurate as possible, using 
only the materials provided. In true ôArt Attackõ style the children 
were given one hour to build the bug and record itõs progress on a 
camera. The teamwork and creativity of every group was absolutely 
amazing. The children were very mature in their approach and quickly
